This year, entry fees were eliminated across all categories to
allow participants greater freedom to present their ideas.

As a result of these efforts, the competition received a record
number of entries since the introduction of online judging. A total
of 6,406 submissions were received—3,708 in the youth category
and 2,698 in the general and university categories—representing
a significant increase from the previous year and highlighting the
growing public interest in design and the competition.

Following thorough evaluations by a panel of 400 domestic and
international experts and public participation, 1,523 entries were
selected as finalists, with 80 receiving awards. The Grand Prize,
the competition’s highest honour, was awarded to ‘Hangeul Farm?’.
This design reimagines Hangeul as accessible characters,
simplifying language learning while breaking down cultural
barriers and demonstrating the transformative power of design to
amplify cultural value.

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VIA—Safe Travels
with Visually Impaired
Individuals and Al

Although visually impaired individuals and
those without disabilities are equal, visually
impaired people face more challenges
when travelling. The service called ‘VIA,
which means ‘way’ in Latin, emphasises

the freedom and independence of visually
impaired individuals by helping them
choose their destinations and navigate. The
VIA service allows users to interact with

the app using VR glasses and canes. This
equipment detects the user’s gaze to adjust
the route and prevent them from straying
off course. It also has an obstacle detection
function that identifies potential hazards
and warns the user.

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Sewer Design to
Prevent Backflow of
Sewer ‘Going Up’

South Korea has recently suffered severe
damage due to extreme rainfall and
drought. In 2023, the recorded rainfall

was 1,746 mm exceeding the annual
average and causing significant damage

in several areas including Seoul. Low-lying
semi-basement houses were especially
vulnerable to flooding and resulted in heavy
casualties. The ageing sewage systems are
surrounded by high-rise buildings which
make regular maintenance like debris
removal difficult. The ‘Going-Up’ sewage
design addresses this issue by directing
water into a side drain when the main drain
is blocked and includes a filter for easier
maintenance.
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A Single Choice Makes
You in the Portrait

This public service advertisement poster
highlights the importance of wearing
seatbelts and the dangers of safety
negligence. The memorial photo in the
centre is depicted with a seatbelt, which
emphasises the risks of not wearing one.
The person looking up at the memorial
photo from the bottom of the poster

illustrates the importance of making one’s

own choices and warns against safety
negligence. The poster aims to raise
awareness of the dangers of not wearing
a seatbelt and to contribute to reducing
accidents caused by not wearing one.

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In the 1930s, a young chimney sweep slips
and falls while trying to catch a button
thrown by a thief during his work. When he
wakes up, he finds himself in an unknown
space surrounded by living mannequins.
The stop-motion animation ‘S’ portrays

a society where visible class divisions
have disappeared, but an implicit class
system still remains. The film criticises the
unchanging social structure by depicting
the difficulty of the lower class to escape
this hierarchy.

The 4th wall refers to the imaginary barrier 0
between the stage and the audience in the
theatre. This booklet presents examples

of crossing the 4th wall in the cultural arts,
such as Korean cinema and traditional
pansori. The design incorporates interactive
elements that enhance the reading
experience, as creating ‘an experience
beyond enjoyment’ is the core meaning

of transcending the fourth wall. The aim is
for readers who appreciate cultural arts to
enjoy the transition betweenv the world of
the medium and reality.

This design reimagines Hangeul as accessible characters,
simplifying language learning while breaking down cultural
barriers and demonstrating the transformative power of design to
amplify cultural value.
